Budget, TDI Sunset, and Adopt a Legislator... 
 

Texas Legislative activities will be busy and interesting for the foreseeable future, for many reasons.  
Our recently agreed on TAHU TX Legislative agenda was thrown a curve as we’ll basically be deter-
mining how ObamaCare will impact our industry over the next 4-5 years and adjusting to it.  Many 
of our ideas will basically be done, maybe not correctly, by PPACA, or certainly become a sub item 
on our agenda as we try to adjust to the new law.   

 
I’ve mentioned that re-districting will be the hot topic for the 82nd TX Legislative session as it will 
draw the state and federal legislative and congressional districts for the next 10 years.  It also means 
money – how many federal dollars will return to Texas – due the census changes and how good 
our representatives are to us.   

 
Texas is looking at a preliminary $15 billion dollar budget shortfall 
over the 2011-13 bi-ennuim.  That could have a profound effect on 
many industries, as well as our own.  They will need money, so 
hold on to your wallet! 

 
The 81st Leg session was hornswaggled over the Voter ID issue 
and the TX Department of Ins was not properly vetted for sunset.  
It received a 2 year stay and will be reviewed again.  The process is 
supposed to only review the necessity and structure of laws and 
agencies, but politics always tries to ‘form’ regulations to their opin-
ions.
