from Diane Vickers, DAHU’s Federal Legislative Chair 
On Tuesday March 9, 2010, NAHU will once again go to Washington.  This is trip is more important than ever 
due to the changing political climate in Washington.   We will have the opportunity to visit with Congressmen 
and Senators to let them know our views and the views of our clients concerning health care reform. 
 
This will be my second Capitol Conference.  I can tell you that last year the conference was one of the most re‐
warding experiences of my professional life.  I cherish the memories of the conversations with various con‐
gressmen and their aides.   
 
There are now not enough votes to pass the Health Care Reform bill.  We have a new opportunity to once 
again let our voice and the voices of our clients be heard on the ground floor level.   
 
This is a real chance to make a difference not only for our industry but for the people of the United States.  We 
have a unique perspective where health care is concerned as we deal with clients day in and day out.  This is 
truly our chance to be heard.  If you have any testimonials or stories that you think might be of use, please get 
them to me so that I can present them to our congressmen.   The grassroots input is vital.  They need to hear 
what is really going on in America. 
 
We will be encouraging them to start from the beginning to create a true health care reform bill;  one that will 
be bipartisan and truly be a reform.

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Saturday, January 23 was not unlike September 12 last year, cool and rainy.  The weather 
however, did not hinder the residents of Mesquite in September and in Arlington this Janu-
ary from taking advantage of an opportunity to learn more about and to apply for benefits 
through CHIP and Children’s Medicaid. 

 

DAHU members were a huge part of the success of both events, and plan to arrange more 
in the future.  The planning is one thing.  Implementation is another, and the logistics of 
such an event can be staggering.  If you are curious about what it takes, who needs to be 
involved in the planning and what to do with a toddler who decides to leave her mother and 
wander outside for a while, just ask me. 

  

The TAHU board has issued a challenge to each local chapter to begin their work on this 
worthy effort to get those uninsured children who qualify for benefits under CHIP or Chil-
dren’s Medicaid to apply, as fully 30% of our state’s uninsured children are already quali-
fied without expanding the income limits.   

  

Here’s what we’ve accomplished so far: 

 Mesquite ISD – 230 applications, 529 children 

Arlington ISD – 249 applications, 643 children with one precinct report remaining 

 

  

For me, this is an absolute affirmation of the worth of the project we visualized a few 
years ago, and I truly appreciate the involvement our local chapters and their leaders have 
given. 

  

TAHU, CHIP and the Families in Arlington owe special thanks to DAHU’s very own,  

RoseMary Deininger for her hard work and dedication to the Arlington event. 

  

We often say we are not an association without members, or we are not a community with-
out residents.  I say we cannot hope to make a difference unless each and every one of us 
makes a personal commitment to take that first step.

1). HUPAC  
Since NAHU, as an organization, is prohibited from making 
political contributions, HUPAC was created to allow individual 
members to combine their financial support DIRECTLY TO 
FEDERAL CAMPAIGNS. 

NAHU Recommends the 10X12 program: Donate $10/mo. 

2). NAHU’s Legislative Fund 
The Legislative Administrative fund finances the association’s 
LEGISLATIVE ADMINISTRATION COSTS. At the bottom of the 
HUPAC contribution form you can elect to donate to the 
Administrative Fun. 

3). TAHUPAC 
Since TAHU, as an organization, is prohibited from making 
political contributions, TAHUPAC was created to allow individual 
members to give financial support DIRECTLY TO STATE 
CAMPAIGNS. 

4). TAHU’s Legislative Fund 
The Legislative fund finances the full time efforts of our 
GOVERNMENT AFFAIRS CONSULTANTS in Austin and supports 
the association’s legislative activities such as Day at the Capitol 
and chapter education.  

TAHU uses one form for both the legislative fund and the 
TAHUPAC.  You can pick how your funds are divided up 
between the two accounts.  TAHU recommends a 
50%/50% split.  The monthly levels of donation are 
$12.50 Gold/ $25 Platinum/ $50 Ruby/ $100 Diamond.
